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GOLF TERMS

THE CLUB
Grip – The part of the club that the golfer holds.

Shaft – The part of the club between the grip and the head.

Head – The end of the club that includes the club face.

Face - The part of the club head which comes in direct contact with the ball.
Wood – Clubs used for long range shots.  (usually numbered 1-5)

Iron – A metal-headed club that is not a wood.  (usually numbered 2-9)

Putter – Club mainly used for striking the ball while on the green.

Loft – The angle of the clubface in relation to the ground which dictated the trajectory of 


the ball as it rises in the air.

THE SHOTS
Drive – A shot from the tee area.

Chip – Hitting the ball into the air with enough flight to land on the green.

Putt – Act of hitting the golf ball while on the green.

THE COURSE
Tee – Area where golfers play the first stroke of any given hole.
Fairway – The playing area between the tee and the green.

Rough – The high grass area adjacent to the fairway and green.

Green – The area of short grass surrounding the hole, where the ball is hit using a putter.

Cup – The hole in the green into which the ball is eventually putted.

Hazard – Permanent features on the golf course designed to obstruct play.

GAME PLAY
Grip –  Technique used to hold the golf club during the swing.

Square stance –  When your feet are level and at right angles to the ball.

Address –  When a golfer takes his/her stance and lines up the club to make a stroke.

Swing –  The action of hitting the golf ball.

Stroke –  An attempt to hit the golf ball, used to keep score.

Etiquette –  A set of guidelines to promote proper behavior on the golf course.

Honor -  The privilege of hitting first on the next tee. The "honor" is gained by having the

               lowest score on the preceding hole.
