The Mountain: 

- 2,610 feet vertical drop 
- Top to bottom snowmaking 
- Lift side condo 
- Lift tickets and meals included (no lunch) 

 
The Costs: 

- The cost of the ski trip is $306.00. 
*This includes transportation, lodging, unlimited use of fitness and                             
recreation center, 2 buffet breakfasts and 1 sit down dinner.  
 

- Money will be needed for food on the road stops in both directions, 
lunch on Saturday and Sunday, and a stop at Ben and Jerry’s. 
Rentals- These must be pre-booked and paid for in advance. 
  2 day equipment rental $35 plus optional insurance 

Beginner lesson and 2 day rental $39 plus optional insurance 
   Helmets: $12.00 per day  
Participation:  

Participation in this activity is a privilege and not a right.  Students must be 
able to represent PHS as a cohesive group abiding by the school, Ski 
Club, and mountain rules at all times.  Students must also be in good 
disciplinary standing.  Ski club policy is that no “first time” upperclassmen 
are allowed on the trip.  Priority may be given to any returning ski club 
members.  
Helmets must be worn while skiing. 

 
Down payment:  A deposit of $100.00 is necessary to reserve a “spot *” on the 
ski trip and the money is due to Ms. Driscoll or Ms. Bauer by December 18, 2009, 
this initial deposit is non-refundable, and may be forfeited by the student as per 
the criteria listed below.  Deposits and trip reservations are on a first, come first 
served basis. *Subject to advisors approval.  **All medical forms and 
permission forms will be handed out after receiving the deposit. 
 
Payment in full:  The remainder of the trip cost is due no later than January 
22nd.  If payment is not received at this time, the student’s spot on the trip may 
be forfeited, and the down payment subsequently lost.  If, due to financial 
hardship, full payment cannot be made contact Ms. Honan at PHS. 
 
MANDATORY Parent-Student Meeting:  This parent student meeting will take 
place on February 3, 2010 at 5:30pm in the AP Room at PHS, first floor.  The 
snow date will be February 4, 2010.  All students must attend this meeting with a 
parent or guardian, this meeting is NOT optional.
