Adding Text to a Tombstone Image
1. Go to Google, select Images
2. Type in “tombstone”

3. Right click on image, Copy
4. Paste into Word document

5. Make image as large as you need it

6. Go to Insert at the top of the page

7. Go to Picture, select Word Art
8. Choose style of text, size, etc.
9. Click OK

10. Your tombstone graphic will disappear 

11. Right click on text, the Word Art bar will appear

12. Go to Text Wrapping (a little page icon with a dog will appear)

13. Click on the icon “In front of text”

14. Your tombstone graphic will reappear 

15. Click on text and move to where you want it on your graphic

16. You might want to do one sentence at a time to fit it on the graphic better.
17. Remember to cite the source(s) that you accessed your graphic(s) from (Google is not the original source)

18. To access the original website on which the graphic is posted right click on graphic, scroll down to Properties, copy and paste the URL in the address bar, hit Enter and the original site will come up on your browser.

19. Format for citing Graphics is as follows:

A PAINTING, SCULPTURE, OR PHOTOGRAPH: 
Creator's Last, First name. Title of work. Year created. Title of web   
     site. Day Month Year of access <URL>.
